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Dear fellow scouts
The moment is getting closer. Around another 60 nights to sleep and we’ll kick off Beljamb 2018.
To know what it’s all about, we here have a document for you.
What is Beljamb 2018
As the previous jamborees we aim to continue a tradition that is of much value to our scouting groups. We have ten days wherein we will provide our traditional activities as scouts.
We have a whole team of current leaders and enthusiastic old-leaders who are organizing an unforgettable jamboree in Belgium.
Lapse Beljamb:
We expect everyone to arrive on July 25 so that we can start the jamboree on 26 july. We won’t prepare activities during the day, only for the evening. We will provide an evening meal.
July 26 up to and including July 30/31: The first part of Beljamb is a tented camp in Mirwart in Wallonië. This part is the same as what we do every year with our own scouts.
July 30/31 4u.t.a.i. August 1: The explorers leave Mirwart at 30 july and go all the way tho Poperinge in West-Flanders, the youngexplorers leave Mirwart at 31 july. They do a three-day respectively two-day hike in Heuvelland. The hike will take place in the region of Ypres and will go along places that were the Western Front in the first world war. They will stay in a different location every night.
August 2 u.t.a.i. August 4: The visiting members join one of the families who provide home hospitality. We do some daytrips from Menen. On Saturday the fourth there is a closing barbecue and a party afterwards. Jamboree ends the Sunday when everyone goes back home.
Arrival and departure
You should arrive at Mirwart and depart from Menen. We can surely help you with travelling within Belgium, you can contact us for any help.
Who is coming?
Unfortunately there will be no Norwegians. Also the youngexplorers of Nottingham won’t come. We expect however 26 Danish and 14 English participants. We have around 35 youngexplorers and explorers. Besides them there are the leaders and other old-leaders who will assist us throughout Beljamb.
Camp in Mirwart
As usual, the patrols on the tented camp will be mixed with members of each participating country. In keeping with previous jamborees we undertake activities in a three sub camps (2 Scouts, 1 ventures). The intention is that no Scout/Explorer should be placed in a group without at least one other explorer of his/her own nationality.
As is traditional the scouts will cook, eat and sleep etc. on these sub camps.  The scout leaders will also be based on the sub camps to look after the scouts.
For the scout camp we would like each contingent to run a campfire. We will make vocals booklets with the songs of each country we always sing.

The leaders of the scouts and explorer groups prepare the activities for the tented camp. The theme is Vikings, so we would ask that the participants have some dress-up clothes to become a real Viking. (They shouldn’t however take much trouble in finding something.)
Campsite Facilities and Rules
Tuck Shop / Providore
There will be a small tuck shop for participants providing snacks. We have a catering team who will do the purchase. If you need something else from the supermarket they can arrange it.
Alcohol
The Law in Belgium is that you can consume alcohol from the age of 16 years old.  However none of our own explorers who are above 16 will be permitted to consume alcohol, so that we have equal rules for everyone. Alcohol should not be consumed on the Jambo campsite or by anyone taking part in scout activities. There will be a leader bar on site where alcohol may be consumed.
Smoking
Smoking is not permitted on the Jambo Campsite except in the designated smoking area.  Smoking is not permitted on activities or on the Explorer Campsites.
Gadgets
We recognise that everyone will have a long journey and so might bring MP3 players, I-Pods, games etc.  Unfortunately we cannot take responsibility for any of these items and would ask that they are not used whilst activities are taking place. Electronic devices may be used in the sub camps at the discretion of the sub camp leaders but should not disturb other participants. There will not be facilities for participants to recharge electronic equipment/gadgets.  (Mobile phone charging will be available to leaders.)
Equipment
You don’t need to bring you own equipment, we will provide the needed equipment to cook.  
The scouts will be camping as a patrol and would ideally have tents they can sleep in together. 
Everyone should also have a pair of walking boots (not wellies).
Please could you also bring a national flag.
Home hospitatlity in Menen
Wednesday the first of august we arrive in Menen at our own premises. When we arrive all the guest participants join a host family. We would prefer not to arrange the placement until the Jambo has started so that we can hopefully place scouts together who have become friends during the first week.
Youngexplorers/explorers in home hospitality will have the chance to spend three days with their host family.  It has been traditional on previous Jambo’s for a small gift to be taken for the host family to thank them for hosting.
Schedule in Menen
Thursday 2 August (obligated): We do a trip to Zonnebeke-Ieper. Everyone takes with him a picknick wich will be arranged by the guest stay. In the afternoon we will visit the Memorial Museum Passchendaele and do some activities in Ieper. We provide an evening meal. In the evening we will join the last post. Everyone has to be in perfect uniform today.
Friday 3 August (optional): Everyone will have a choice between a daytrip to Lille (France) or to the coast. Today we provide an opportunity to the host families to do something on their own if they want to.
Saturday 4 August (obligated): We conclude the jamboree with an afternoon full of activities in Menen. Among other things there will be a ceremony and an oecumenical moment. In the evening there is a barbecue. We will invite all the parents, old-leaders, sympathizers… for the evening. After the barbecue there is a final show. We end with a closing party for everyone. Saturday evening everyone will sleep in a school nearby so that everyone is together to depart on Sunday.
